The digitisation of archaeological heritage 
is a process that makes it possible to pre-

serve, share and study testimonies of the 

past in an accessible and inclusive way. In 
a context where the demand for cultural 

heritage that can be accessed online is 
growing exponentially, 

archaeological professionals have a key 

role to play in managing all phases of the 
life of digital collections, from data acquisi-

tion in the field to communication and her-
itage valorisation.   

The Summer School responds to the need 

to provide new skills to those who already 
work, or intend to work, in the cultural sec-

tor in order to train a professional profile 
that is already in great demand today, and 

is destined to become even more so in the 

coming years: the curator of digital collec-
tions, with a focus on archaeological herit-

age. 

The Summer School offers an immersive 

training experience with lectures comple-

mented by many seminar and workshop 
activities, in which participants are called 

upon to create and manage digital content, 
supported by professionals from the field of 

dissemination.  

The activities focus on theoretical insights, 
in order to help students acquire a solid ed-

ucational basis in the digital humanities 
with a focus on archaeology. The 2023 edi-

tion also focuses on the participatory crea-

tion of content for the communication of 
heritage, thanks to the collaboration with 

Wiki-media Italia.

• 48 hours of seminar activities 

• 24 hours of practical activities

shops) that will take place at the Alma 
Mater's Campus in Bologna, there will 

also be outdoor workshops and visits to 
the Civic Museums of Reggio Emilia and
